notice required from parents to G y
terminate their children’s enrolment in the
schools of the Parramatta Diocese. In part this
states that “A term’s notice” (10 weeks) in writing
must be given to the Principal before the removal
of a student or a full term’s fees will be paid. The
notice can be given any time during the term for
the next term as long as it covers the 10 weeks.
This means that unless the school receives a
term’s notice no pro rata adjustment will be given
for part term tuition. Notice in writing will be
accepted at any time during Term 4 in relation to
the following year’s enrolment. In this
circumstance the requirement for 10 week’s
notice will be waived.
