Next weekend’s gospel could have been written about my family, growing up. Jesus has 
dinner with a group of Pharisees who he noticed were positioning themselves at the 
table according to their social standing.  
 
Whoever sat next to the baby had 
to feed the baby. Whoever sat next to my brother Tim had to make sure that no pepper 
was near him as he would throw a tantrum. Whoever sat in the chair closest to the 
kitchen had to clear the table.
